Center Facilities
Classrooms
The Kaplan center has 10 comfortable classrooms. All are equipped 
with multimedia equipment. 

Multimedia and IT center
There are computers in the multimedia center along with a vast 
collection of learning software for students to use.

Library
Kaplan International Center Whittier students have access to Whittier

There is also 
an indoor basketball court, fitness center, dance room and racquetball 
court. On August 1, 2010, the swimming pool and tennis courts on 
campus will be closed for construction and expansion. The project 
should last for 12 months.

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On the first day of your course you need to report to 
the Kaplan International Center front office at 8:15 
am. Your first day will be a Monday unless there is a 
national holiday on the Monday - in which case your 
first day will be Tuesday.

• Health form
• Proof of health insurance
• USD $40 book deposit and USD $100 residence 
   housing deposit if required
• All Kaplan International Center documents and a pen 
   and paper for notetaking purposes. 

On the second day you will receive information about 
your class schedule, classroom number, study level, 
elective course, and the hours you are to attend class. 
You will be assigned the most appropriate class for 
your level of English.

Transport - buses and trains

station is 20 minutes by car and 45 minutes by bus from Whittier 
College.

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Transfers
Students should fly to the Los Angeles International 
Airport (LAX), located about 45 minutes from the 
Whittier campus.  

If the student has paid for the Transfer Service, 
a Greeter holding a Kaplan sign will meet them 
outside the Customs Hall exit (international flights) 
or at the Baggage Claim area (domestic flights).  

The student should look carefully for the greeter 
in both of these locations. If they do not see the 
greeter, they should go to the Information Desk, 
call the center emergency number and wait for the 
Greeter. The Greeter will come to find them.  

If the student has any flight changes, misses 
a connecting flight, or needs help meeting the 
Transfer Service, they should call the center’s 
emergency number at 1-562-693-9023 for help, and 
be prepared to tell them their name, center name 
(Kaplan International Center Whittier) and location.
